Thought Question
List two major mistakes Israel made when they settled in Canaan (see Judges 2:1-3 and 2:7-13). Is there a connection between these two mistakes? How can we avoid making similar mistakes today?  1. They made covenants with the inhabitants of the land and allowed their idolatrous altars to remain. They did not drive them fully out; 2. The next generation did not know the Lord and His works (they apparently were not taught), so they did evil and served other gods. The connection: Had Israel obeyed God in the first place and utterly stamped out the inhabitants of Canaan along with their evil practices, the idolatry that tempted them would not have existed. We can avoid similar mistakes by refusing to compromise with the world and by teaching our children and the coming generations the truth about God and His mighty works.
