Thought Question

Both Eli and Samuel had children who did not follow the Lord. Why do you think God reproved Eli and not Samuel for this? 

Although Eli confronted his sons about their sins (1 Sam. 2:22-25), he did not restrain them (3:13). It also appears he shared somewhat in their iniquity (2:29). We infer that Samuel must have made more of a consistent effort to correct and restrain his sons.
