Thought Question
While he was suffering, Job frequently requested an audience with God to plead his case before Him (Job 13:3; 23:1-5, etc.). When God finally spoke to Job, did He reveal to him why he was suffering? What lesson does this teach us?

No – God overwhelmed Job with a display of His creative power and sovereignty. This teaches us it is not necessary to answer the question of why in this life; we can have peace by trusting God is in control, accepting there are things beyond our ability to grasp, and knowing everything can work out for our good if we stay faithful.
