Thought Question

Take another look at Psalm 110:1. Can you find a New Testament passage in the book of Acts where this verse is quoted? What is the meaning?

Acts 2:34b-35 – God the Father (“the Lord”) is speaking to God the Son (“my Lord,” or, David’s Lord). The idea is the exaltation of Jesus after His resurrection and ascension into the heavens, where God placed Him on the throne at His right hand (Acts 2:30-33). The enemies of Christ are now being placed beneath His feet – that is, they are being brought into subjection, or a conquered state. The last of all these enemies to be destroyed will be death (see 1 Cor. 15:24-28).
