Thought Question
Proverbs 26:4-5 seems to contain a contradiction. What do you think the writer is saying here?

Do not answer a fool like a fool, or in such a way that you descend to his level of coarseness or anger. Answer him with sound and moderate reasoning as his folly deserves (NAS) for his own benefit and that of others. Perhaps the meaning also could be there is a time to hold one’s peace when dealing with a fool, lest you fall into needless and unprofitable confrontation (cf. Mt. 7:6; Ecc. 3:7); however, there is also a time to respond to a fool, if there is a chance he might listen and heed or if it would be profitable to establish the truth before others.
