Thought Question

Compare Jeremiah 31:31-34 with Hebrews 8:8-12. What are the significant differences between the old and new covenants?

In the new covenant, people no longer have to be taught to know the Lord, for all will know Him (indicating the fact that under the new covenant, people must come to know God and His gospel plan before they are able to enter into the covenant, while under the old covenant system, people were born into the covenant and had to be taught to know the Lord as they came of age). Also, under the new covenant, sins are remembered no more, contrary to the old covenant, in which sins were remembered on a yearly basis (Heb. 10:1-4).
