Thought Question

How did Jesus prove to the Sadducees the truth of the resurrection (Mark 12:26-27)?

Jesus referred to the burning bush passage in Exodus 3:6, where we are told God is the God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob. Jesus points out God is not the God of the dead, but of the living. He therefore implies the existence of these men beyond the grave. Their spirits still lived, though their fleshly bodies decayed. Establishing the eternal nature of the soul of man validates the concept of the resurrection.
