Thought Question
What did Jesus mean by the statement, “Before Abraham was, I AM” (Jn. 8:58)?

He is asserting His equality with God, who is also known as I AM in Exodus 3:14. The name indicates His eternal nature. He ever exists – never has there been a time (even before Abraham) in which He was not.
