What illustration does Paul use in Romans 7:1-6 to show how Christians have freedom from the Law of Moses? 
Paul uses the marriage relationship to illustrate how Christians are now free from the Law of Moses. If the husband dies, the wife is not bound to him anymore, and she is free to be married to another. Since Jesus removed the Law of Moses at the cross (Col. 2:14), we are no longer bound to it, and we are free to be married to Christ.
