Thought Question
Moses warned Israel not to forget the Lord once they inherited Canaan (Dt. 6:10-12; 8:7-20). Why would this warning be necessary? How could they avoid forgetting God? Can you think of a particular way we remember the Lord today after we have obeyed the gospel and entered the church? The Israelites would enjoy great prosperity in Canaan, and prosperity can blind us. They may have been tempted to forget the source of their blessings and their dependence on God. If they forgot God, they would follow other gods. They could avoid this by teaching future generations about God and His works (Dt. 6:6-9, 20-25) and by keeping His commandments (Dt. 6:17-18; 8:11). Today we remember the Lord’s sacrificial death in observing the Lord’s Supper (Lk. 22:19-20; 1 Cor. 11:24-25).
