Thought Question
Is the Genesis account of the Creation reconcilable with the theory of evolution? Explain.

No – Evolution calls for billions of years; the Creation account says six days. According to Evolution, man appeared millions of years after the dinosaurs; Creation account reveals man coexisted with the dinosaurs (dinosaurs created on Days 5 & 6, man on Day 6). Evolution teaches man evolved from the ape; Creation teaches man evolved from nothing, but was formed from the dust of the earth and made in the image of God. Evolution teaches the idea that things were chaotic and unstructured in the beginning and gradually got better and more ordered; Creation teaches things went from good to bad (Eden to now). Evolution tells us “it just happened”; Creation tells us God did it.
