Thought Question
What observation does Job make in Job 21:7-15? What dilemma does this create when dealing with the problem of suffering? What would be a proper, spiritual point of view on this?

The wicked often prosper although they reject God. This would seem to be unfair and many are tempted to call God unjust. A proper perspective would be realizing that sometimes the wicked do suffer for their sins in this life, but even if they do not, their prosperity is short-lived in view of eternity (Job 24:24). Also, suffering helps God’s people become what He wants them to be.
