Thought Question

What does Psalm 73 teach us about the prosperity of the wicked? How did David come to a proper point of view on this subject?

We sometimes envy and are frustrated by the prosperity of the wicked. Everything seems to be well with them (1-16). But in truth, their prosperity is temporary and deceitful, for they are in a precarious state, and their end will be destruction (18-20). David came to understand this when he went into the sanctuary of God (17). He knew it was good for him to draw near to God and trust in Him (28).
